MEDALS / AWARDS

IF A CATEGORY HAS MORE THAN 10 ROUTINES, TOP 5 WILL BE ANNOUNCED. 

THERE WILL BE ONLY 1 GOLD MEDAL AWARDED IN EACH GROUPING. TIES FOR 2ND AND
3RD ARE ALLOWED.

The adjudicator’s decision is final on all marks and awards during the competition.
Scholarships, cash awards, and workshop opportunities will be awarded at the
conclusion of the competition to participating dancers, as selected by the
adjudicators or through highest placements. In the case of a tie for overalls or high-
marking awards and scholarships, final decisions will be determined by the
adjudicators
Notify competition coordinator via email within 2 weeks of the completion of
competition if the scholarship awarded will not be used.
Awards are non transferable to other School of Dance dancers, siblings/friends or
instructors.
